Public Comment:

Person #1: Said appointing Attorney Alix Nourredine to interim ED would be a conflict of interest.
Person #2: Said documents that the commissioner references should be printed and readily available for the public.

Following public comment, office manager Michelle Hicks gave an update on the 2023 grant cycle. She said there are only two organizations with outstanding documents while the others are ready to be processed by the city.

Commissioner Zayed gave an update on the 2024 grant cycle. She said the United Black Fund will hand over its list of finalists later this week. The commission could vote to sign off on those awardees as soon as next week during the full commission meeting on Wednesday, May 28.

Commissioner Adams then gave an update on the search for a permanent executive director. He said the CPC used money from the budget to hire an outside firm to lead the search for a new ED. This firm had been previously contracted by the city’s human resources department. The firm received roughly 30 applications during its broad, national search, but only nine individuals ended up interviewing. Commissioner Adams said none of the finalists were strong enough candidates to move forward.

Additional discussion was had amongst the Commissioners regarding how to best move the search for a permanent executive director forward and what process could potentially be used.

Commissioner Nelson made a motion to nominate Alix Noureddine for the interim executive director position for at least nine months, or until the recommendation of permanent executive director is made by the commission.

Commissioner van Lier seconded the motion.
During discussions, Commissioner Rodriguez moved to amend the motion to make the interim position at least one year in length.  Commissioner Benito seconded the motion to amend.  
Discussion amongst the Commission occurred.  During discussion, the amendment was determined to be acceptable to the presenter of the initial motion, Commissioner Nelson.  
Commissioner Rodriguez withdrew the motion to amend on the basis that the initial motion was would be modified to reflect her proposal.
Commissioner Adams clarified to the public the process that was occurring on the floor.
Commissioner Nelson agreed to change the motion to make the interim position at least one year in length, with no other modifications occurring from the original motion.
